“Sesungguhnya perkara yang halal itu terang jeldan sesungguhnya perkara yang haram
itu terang jelas, dan di antara kedua perkara térgeada perkara-perkara syubhat yang
kesamaran yang kebanyakan orang tidak mengetahuBgf@ngsiapa yang menjaga perkara
syubhat maka sesungguhnya dia telah membersihkamagya dan maruah dirinya. Dan
